TumbleBooks is an online collec-
tion of animated picture books that
nurtures reading readiness in pre-
schoolers and it is available on the
Library’s website. (Patrons learning

ated using flash animation which
iPads don’t support, Tumblebooks is
starting a collection of non flash vid-
eos especially for the iPad. They
have 44 iPad books currently avail-
able with more to come.

This free library program delivers
reading materials in digital audio and
braille formats straight to the homes
of patrons from preschoolers to cen-
tenarians. Books on digital cartridge,
digital talking-book players, and
braille books are sent to patrons via
the U.S. mail at no cost to users.

The Westchester Public Library
has a new digital reader to demon-
strate their new technology.
